ISSUE
Did the Department properly deny the claimant’s Medical Assistance (MA), and
retroactive MA?

FINDINGS OF FACT

The Administrative Law Judge, based on the competent, material and substantial
evidence on the whole record, finds as material fact:
1. On December 15, 2008, the claimant. Through his AR, applied for MA and retroactive
MA.
2. On February 5, 2009, the department denied the claimant’s MA applications.

3. On April 22, 2009, the claimant’s AR filed a request for a hearing.
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CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

The Medical Assistance (MA) program is established by Title X1X of the Social Security
Act and is implemented by Title 42 of the Code of Federal Regulations (CFR). The Department
of Human Services (formerly known as the Family Independence Agency) administers the MA
program pursuant to MCL 400.10, et seq., and MCL 400.105. Department policies are found in
the Program Administrative Manual (PAM), the Program Eligibility Manual (PEM) and the
Program Reference Manual (PRM).

DEPARTMENT POLICY
MA Only

Supplemental Security Income (SSI) is a cash benefit to needy
persons who are aged (at least 65), blind or disabled. The Social
Security Administration (SSA) determines SSI eligibility.

In Michigan, DHS supplements federal SSI payments based on the
client’s living arrangement. Thus, in this item SSI recipient means
a Michigan resident who receives the basic federal payment, the
state supplement, or both.

To be automatically eligible for Group 1 MA under program code
A, B or E, the SSI recipient must (as determined by SSA): (

March 15, 2010The law provides that disposition may be made of a contested case by
stipulation or agreed settlement. MCL 24. 278(2). In the instant case, the parties reached an
accord. The department agreed to reregister the claimant’s MA and retroactive MA back to the

December 15, 2008 with retroactive coverage to September 2008.
