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HEARING DECISION

This matter is before the undersigned Administrative Law Judge pursuant to MCL 400.9;
MSA 16.409 and MCL 400.37; MSA 16.437 upon the Claimant's request for a hearing. After due
notice a telephone hearing was held on December 18, 2008. The Claimant personally appeared

and testified.

ISSUE

Did the Department properly close the Claimant’s Food Assistance Program (FAP)?

FINDINGS OF FACT

The Administrative Law Judge, based on the competent, material and substantial
evidence on the whole record, finds as material fact:

1.  Claimant was a FAP recipient.

3. On October 9, 2008, the department ran a new FAP budget for the claimant using
the newly reported income figures and moved to close the claimant’s FAP. (Department
Exhibits 7-8)

4. On October 21, 2008, the claimant’s FAP closed.

5. On October 23, 2008, the claimant requested a hearing.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

The Food Assistance Program (FAP) (formerly known as the Food Stamp (FS) program)
is established by the Food Stamp Act of 1977, as amended, and is implemented by the federal
regulations contained in Title 7 of the Code of Federal Regulations (CFR). The Department of
Human Services (formerly known as the Family Independence Agency) administers the FAP
program pursuant to MCL 400.10, et seq., and MAC R 400.3001-3015. Department policies are
found in the Program Administrative Manual (PAM), the Program Eligibility Manual (PEM) and
the Program Reference Manual (PRM).

The Claimant while applying for an SER notified the department of new income. The
department used this new income information to run a new FAP budget for the claimant.

This new information resulted in an adjusted gross income of- The maximum
allowed gross income for a group of 2 is $1,167.00 (RFT 250, p. 1). The Claimant was therefore

ineligible.
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DECISION AND ORDER

The Administrative Law Judge, based on the above findings of fact and conclusions of

law, AFFIRMS the Department’s decision.
