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ORDER OF DISMISSAL 
 
This matter is before the undersigned Administrative Law Judge pursuant to MCL 400.9; 
MSA 16409 and MCL 40037; MSA 16.437 upon the Claimants request for a hearing.  
After due notice, a telephone hearing was scheduled for August 4, 2010.  The claimant 
personally testified from a third party phone. 
 
Prior to the beginning of the hearing the claimant complained because the hearing was 
beginning at approximately 3:46 pm while it had been scheduled to begin at 3:30 pm.  
 
This ALJ acknowledged that the hearing was in fact beginning approximately 16 
minutes late after the scheduled time and asked the claimant if he was ready to 
proceed.  The claimant did not answer the question but continued to complain about the 
hearing beginning late.  This ALJ asked the claimant numerous times if he was ready or 
if he wanted to proceed with the hearing.  
 
The claimant refused to answer the question as to whether he wished to proceed with 
the hearing and this ALJ warned the claimant that he would have to dismiss the hearing 
without the claimant’s positive response to this question. 
 
It should be noted that the claimant was previously denied a request to adjourn and 
reschedule his hearing because he failed to state a valid reason for such an 
adjournment.  
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Therefore this ALJ finds that it was not possible to hold the claimant’s hearing and that 
hearing is HEREBY DISMISSED, because the claimant is not willing to respond to the 
basic question of whether he is prepared to go forward with his hearing.
