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HEARING DECISION 

This matter is before the undersigned Administrative Law Judge pursuant to MCL 400.9 

and MCL 400.37 upon  claimant's request for a hearing.  After due notice, a telephone hearing 

was held on July 14, 2010.  The claimant personally appeared and provided testimony, along 

with his wife, . 

ISSUE 

 Did the department properly budget the claimant’s Food Assistance Program (FAP) 

benefits? 

FINDINGS OF FACT 

The Administrative Law Judge, based upon the competent, material and substantial 

evidence on the whole record, finds as material fact:   

1. On May 24, 2010, the claimant contacted the department and indicated that he 

was now receiving Unemployment Compensation Benefits (UCB).  (Department Exhibit 1) 
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2. On May 25, 2010, the worker ran the UCB report, showing that the claimant was 

receiving $402 in biweekly UCB benefits.  (Department Exhibit 2 – 5) 

3.  receives monthly RSDI in the amount of $790.50.   

receives monthly RSDI in the amount of $326.50.  (Department Exhibit 7) 

4. The claimants are receiving a shelter expense in the amount of $525 and a 

heat/utility expense of $555.  (Department Exhibit 17) 

5. When the FAP budget was completed using these numbers, the claimants were 

eligible for a monthly benefit of $16 (although the monthly benefit is reduced due to a 

recoupment of overissuance).  (Department Exhibit 12, 15) 

6. The claimant submitted a hearing request on June 7, 2010.      

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW 

The Food Assistance Program (FAP) (formerly known as the Food Stamp (FS) program) 

is established by the Food Stamp Act of 1977, as amended, and is implemented by the federal 

regulations contained in Title 7 of the Code of Federal Regulations (CFR).  The Department of 

Human Services (DHS or department) administers the FAP program pursuant to MCL 400.10, 

et seq., and MAC R 400.3001-3015.  Department policies are found in the Bridges 

Administrative Manual (BAM), the Bridges Eligibility Manual (BEM) and the Program 

Reference Manual (PRM). 

Department policy states: 

INCOME 
 
DEPARTMENT POLICY 
 
All Programs 
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The group composition and program budgeting items specify 
whose income to count.  The program budgeting items might also 
contain program-specific income deductions or disregards. 
 
Income means benefits or payments measured in money.  It 
includes money a person owns even if NOT paid directly such as 
stock dividends automatically reinvested and income paid to a 
representative.  
 
Earned income means income received from another person or 
organization or from self-employment for duties that were 
performed for remuneration or profit.  Unearned income means all 
income that is NOT earned income.  The item specifies whether 
the income is earned or unearned. 
 
The amount of income counted may be more than the amount a 
person actually receives, because it is the amount before any 
deductions including deductions for taxes and garnishments.  The 
amount before any deductions is called the gross amount.  BEM, 
Item 500, p. 1. 
 
UNEMPLOYMENT BENEFITS 
 
All Programs 
 
Unemployment benefits include: 
 
. Unemployment Compensation Benefits (UCB) available 

through the Michigan Unemployment Agency and 
comparable agencies in other states, and 

 
. Supplemental Unemployment Benefits (SUB pay) from an 

employer or other source. 
 
Count the gross amount as unearned income.  PEM, Item 500, 
p. 34.   
RETIREMENT,   SURVIVORS,    AND    DISABILITY 
INSURANCE  (RSDI)  (AKA  SOCIAL  SECURITY 
BENEFITS) 
 
All Programs 
 
RSDI is available to retired and disabled persons, their dependents, 
and survivors of deceased workers. 
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Count the gross benefit amount as unearned income.  PEM, 
Item 500, p. 29. 
 
Housing Expenses 
 
Housing expenses include rent, mortgage, a second mortgage, 
home equity loan, required condo or maintenance fees, lot rental or 
other payments including interest leading to ownership of the 
shelter occupied by the FAP group. 
 
The expense must be a continuing one.  Payments that exceed the 
normal monthly obligation are not deductible as a shelter expense 
unless the payment is necessary to prevent eviction or foreclosure, 
and it has not been allowed in a previous FAP budget.  Additional 
expenses for optional charges, i.e., carport, pets, etc. are not 
allowed.  BEM, Item 554, p. 9. 
 
MANDATORY HEAT AND UTILITY STANDARD 
 
Heat Separate from Housing Costs 
 
A FAP group which has a heat expense or contributes to the heat 
separate from rent, mortgage or condominium /maintenance 
payments, must use the Heat and Utility Standard.  This standard 
covers all heat and utility costs except actual utility expenses, i.e. 
installation fees, etc.  (See Actual Utilities in this item.) Do not 
prorate the Heat and Utility Standard even if the heat expense is 
shared. 
 
FAP groups that qualify for the Heat and Utility Standard do not 
receive any other individual utility standards.  BEM, Item 554, 
p. 11. 
 

When determining eligibility for FAP benefits, the household’s total income must be 

evaluated.  All earned and unearned income of each household member must be included unless 

specifically excluded.  BEM 500.  A standard deduction from income of $132 is allowed.  

Another deduction from income is provided if monthly shelter costs are in excess of 50% of the 

household’s income after all of the other deductions have been allowed, up to a maximum of 

$300 for non-senior/disabled/veteran households.  BEM 500 and 554; Program Reference 
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Manual, Table 255; 7 CFR 273.2.  The department is accurately budgeting the claimant’s rent 

expense of $525 and heating/utility deduction of $555.  

In this case, the Administrative Law Judge has reviewed the FAP budget and finds 

that the department properly computed the claimant’s net income.  The claimants are receiving 

monthly UCB in the amount of $756.80 and RSDI in the amount of $790.50 for  and 

$326.50 for .  The total countable net income is $1875, which was included in the 

FAP budget. 

The federal regulations at 7 CFR 273.10 provide standards for the amount of a 

household’s benefits.  The department in compliance with the federal regulations has prepared 

issuance tables which are set forth at Program Reference Manual, Table 260.  The issuance table 

provides that a household with household size and net income of the claimant is eligible for an 

FAP allotment of $16, which was accurately computed by the department.  It is also noted that 

the claimant’s FAP benefits are reduced by a recoupment on an overissuance.   

DECISION AND ORDER 

The Administrative Law Judge, based upon the above findings of fact and conclusions 

of  law, decides that the department properly budgeted the claimant's FAP benefits.   

Accordingly, the department's actions are UPHELD.  SO ORDERED.
