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HEARING DECISION

This matter is before the undersigned Administ rative Law Judge by authority of MC L
400.9 and MCL 400.37. Claimant's request for a hearing was received on May 6, 2010.
After due notice, a telephone hearing was held on Thursday, September 16, 2010.

ISSUE

Whether the Department of Human Serv  ices (Department) properly det ermined the
Claimant’s Family Independence Program (FIP) eligibility?

FINDINGS OF FACT

The Administrative Law Judge, based upon  the com petent, material and substantial
evidence on the whole record, finds as material fact:

1. The Claimant is an ongoing FIP recipient.

2. On April 29, 2010, the Department disco vered that the Claimant was receiving
earned income as part of her assignment with the Jobs, Education, and Training
(JET) program. Department Exhibit 3.

3. On April 29, 2010, the Department sent the Claimant a Verification of
Employment form with a due date of May 10, 2010. Department Exhibit 10.

4. The Claimant receives monthly earned in come in the gross monthly amount of
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5. The Department completed a FIP budget on May 3, 2010, which determined that
the Claimant was entitled to a monthly FIP grant of

6. The Department received the Claimant’s request for a hearing on May 6, 2010,
protesting the reduction of her FIP Grant.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

The Family Independence Program (FIP) was  established pursuant to the Personal
Responsibility and Work Opportunity Reconciliation Act of 1996, Public Law 104-193, 8
USC 601, etseq. The Department of Human Services ( DHS or Department)
administers the FIP program pursuantto MCL 400.10, et seq., and MAC R 400.3101-
3131. The FIP program replaced the Ai d to Dependent Children (ADC) program
effective October 1, 1996. De partment policies are found in the Bridges Administrative
Manual (BAM), the Bridges Elig ibility Manual (BEM), Refe rence Table Manual (RF T),
and the Bridges Reference Manual (BRM).

All earned and unearned income available to the Claimant is countable. Earned income
means income received from another person or organization or from self-employment
for duties for duties that were performed fo r compensation or profit. Unearned incom e
means all income that is not earned, including but not limited to funds received from the
Family Independenc e Program (FIP), State Dis ability Ass istance (SDA), Child
Development and Ca re (CDC), Medicaid ( MA), Social Security Benefits (RSDI/SSI),
Veterans Administration (VA), Unemploy ment Compensation Benefits (UCB), Adu It
Medical Program (AMA), alimony, and child support payments. The amount counted
may before than the client actually receives because the gross amount is used prior to
any deductions. BEM 500.

The Claim ant is an ongoing FI P recipient. The Claimant receives monthly earned

income in the gross monthly amount of The Claimant’s countable income of

for FIP purposes was determined by reducing her gross income by the $ standar

deduction, and then an additional 20%. The payment standard fo r a group of four is
RF T 210. The Claimant's $248 monthly FIP grantis determined by subtracting

her net income from the payment standard.

Based on the evidence and testimony available during the hearing, the Department has
established that it properly determined the Claimant’s monthly FIP grant.

DECISION AND ORDER

The Administrative Law Judge, based upon t he above findings of fact and conclusion s
of law, decides that the D epartment acted in accordance with policy in determining the
Claimant’s FIP eligibility.

The Department’s FIP eligibility determination is AFFIRMED. Itis SO ORDERED.
