ORDER OF DISMISSAL

This matter is before the undersigned Administrative Law Judge by authority of
MCL 400.9; and MCL 400.37 upon claimant's request for a hearing filed on September
15, 2010. After due notice, a hearing was held November 18, 2010.

Prior to the closure of the hearing record, the claimant testified that when she
completed her Redetermination packet and submitted paycheck stubs that she was
working more hours due to summer vacations by co-workers. The claimant testified that
in September, 2010, her hours decreased. The claimant further testified that she
submitted 30 days of paycheck stubs to the department via fax on September 30, 2010.
The department worker indicated that she would check to make sure the caseworker
had received the paycheck stubs and would average and budget the new amount of
income for the Food Assistance Program (FAP) and Medical Assistance (MA) benefits.
It is also noted that the claimant testified that her rent increased. The claimant indicated
that she had a notice showing the rent increase that she would fax to the department.
The change in rent can then be budgeted by the department as well. The claimant
testified that this resolved her hearing issues.

Therefore, it is not necessary for the Administrative Law Judge to decide the matter
that was in dispute. Pursuant to MAC R 400.906 and 400.903, claimant's hearing
request is HEREBY DISMISSED, because claimantis no longer aggrieved by a
department action.
