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HEARING DECISION 

This matter is before the undersigned Administrative Law Judge pursuant to MCL 400.9 

and MCL 400.37 upon  claimant's request for a hearing.  After due notice, a telephone hearing 

was held on May 20, 2010. 

ISSUE 

 Were access assets established? 

FINDINGS OF FACT 

The Administrative Law Judge, based upon the competent, material and substantial 

evidence on the whole record, finds as material fact: 

(1) Negative case action:  MA termination on August 3, 2009, based on access assets 

over $2000 per PAM 400. 

(2) Claimant admitted he had money over the asset limitation ($2000) on 

August 3, 2009. 
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CONCLUSIONS OF LAW 

The Medical Assistance (MA) program is established by Title XIX of the Social Security 

Act and is implemented by Title 42 of the Code of Federal Regulations (CFR).  The Department 

of Human Services (DHS or department) administers the MA program pursuant to MCL 400.10, 

et seq., and MCL 400.105.  Department policies are found in the Program Administrative 

Manual (PAM), the Program Eligibility Manual (PEM) and the Program Reference Manual 

(PRM).   

Facts above are undisputed. 

SSI-Related MA Asset Limit 
 
SSI-Related MA Only 
 
For Freedom to Work (PEM 174) the asset limit is $75,000.  IRS 
recognized retirement accounts (including IRA’s and 401(k)’s) 
may be of unlimited value. 
 
For Medicare Savings Program (PEM 165) and QDWI (PEM 169) 
the asset limit is:   
 
. $4,000 for an asset group of one 
. $6,000 for an asset group of two 
 
For all other SSI-related MA categories, the asset limit is:  
 
. $2,000 for an asset group of one 
$3,000 for an asset group of two.  PEM, Item 400, p. 4 
 

This ALJ based on the undisputed facts above finds that access assets were established. 

DECISION AND ORDER 

The Administrative Law Judge, based upon the above findings of fact and conclusions 

of law, decides that access assets were established.       

Accordingly, MA termination is UPHELD.
