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ORDER OF DISMISSAL 
 
This matter is before the undersigned by aut hority of MCL 400.9 and MCL 400.37 upon 
Claimant’s request for a heari ng filed on January 24, 2011.  After due notice,  a hearing 
was held March 3, 2011. 
 
Prior to the closure of the hearing record , it was apparent that the FAP and Medic al 
Assistance benefits t he Claimant sought a hearing for had been reinstat ed.  The 
Claimant stated that t he issues that led to the filing of a hearing request have be en 
resolved and explained to her satisfaction r egarding the closure of her Food Assistance 
case and her Medical Assistance case whic h have been reinstated by the Department, 
and that t he Claimant stated that she no longer wishes to pursue an administrative 
hearing because the benefits sh e sought a hearing r egarding have been r einstated.  
Because t he Claimant no longer disputes  an action by the Department of Human 
Services (DHS), it is not necess ary for the undersigned to decide the matter that was in 
dispute.  Pursuant to MAC R 400.906 and 400.903,  Claimant’s  hearing request is 
hereby DISMISSED because Claimant is no longer aggrieved by a DHS action.
