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HEARING DECISION 
 

This matter is before the undersigned Administrative Law Judge pursuant to MCL 
400.9; MSA 16.409 and MCL 400.37; MSA 16.437 upon the Claimant's request 
for a hearing.  After due notice an in-person hearing was held on April 6, 2011.  
The Claimant appeared and testified. 
 

ISSUE 

Did the Department properly figure his/her Medical Assistance (MA) deductable? 

FINDINGS OF FACT 
 

The Administrative Law Judge, based on the competent, material and substantial 
evidence on the whole record, finds as material fact: 
 
1. On , the Department sent the Claimant a notice that her 

MA would change to MA with a $245.00 deductible. 
 
2. On , the Claimant filed a request for a hearing.  

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW 

The Medical Assistance (MA) program is established by Title XIX of the Social 
Security Act and is implemented by Title 42 of the Code of Federal Regulations 
(CFR).  The Department of Human Services (formerly known as the Family 
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Independence Agency) administers the MA program pursuant to MCL 400.10, 
et seq., and MCL 400.105.  Department policies are found in the Program 
Administrative Manual (PAM), the Program Eligibility Manual (PEM) and the 
Program Reference Manual (PRM).   
 

In the instant case, the Claimant questions the Department’s calculation of 
his/her MA. 

The undersigned has attempted to recalculated the MA budget.  The protected 
income limit is $532.00, for a group of three (3) in Wayne County.  The 
Claimant’s countable income is $836.00 per month.  (RFT 240).   

The Department was unable to produce the MA deductible budget.   The ALJ has 
some misgivings about the Department’s calculations resulting in the $245.00 
deductible cited by the Department.   

DECISION AND ORDER 

The Administrative Law Judge, based on the above findings of fact and 
conclusions of law, REVERSES AND ORDERS the Department to recalculate 
the Claimant’s MA deductible.
