An opportunity for a heari ng shall be granted to an
applicant who requests a hearing becaus e his claim
for assistance is denied  oris not acted upon wit  h
reasonable promptness, and to any recipient who is
aggrieved by an agency action resulting in
suspension, reduction, discontinuance, or termination
of assistance.

In this case the Claimant requested a hear ing due to the Department’s fai lure to
register and process Claimant’s applic  ation. Prior to the hearing dat e the
Department did register and initiate processing of Claimant’s application.

On November 16, 2011 a hearing was  commenced. Claim ant appeared and
testified the issue was re solved and there is no longer any need for the hearing
to proceed.

= typographical erro rs, mathematical error, or othe r obvious erro rs in the h earing
decision that effect the substantial rights of the claimant:

= the failure of the ALJ to address other relevant issues in the hearing decision.
