FINDINGS OF FACT

fact:

4. On April 7, 2011, Claimant filed a hearing request, protesting the X denial []
closure of the [_] application [_] case.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

[] The Adult Medical Program (AMP) is established by Title XIX of the Social Security
Act; (1115)(a)(1) of the Social Security Act, and is administered by the Department
pursuant to MCL 400.10, et seq. Department policies are contained in the Bridges
Administrative Manual (BAM), the Bridges Eligibility Manual (BEM), and the Reference
Tables Manual (RFT).

[ ] The Family Independence Program (FIP) was established pursuant to the Personal
Responsibility and Work Opportunity Reconciliation Act of 1996, Public Law 104-193,
42 USC 601, et seq. The Department (formerly known as the Family Independence
Agency) administers the FIP program pursuant to MCL 400.10, et seq., and 1997 AACS
R 400.3101-3131. The FIP program replaced the Aid to Dependent Children (ADC)
program effective October 1, 1996. Department policies are found in the Bridges
Administrative Manual (BAM), the Bridges Eligibility Manual (BEM), and the Reference
Tables Manual (RFT).

X] The Medical Assistance (MA) program is established by the Title XIX of the Social
Security Act and is implemented by Title 42 of the Code of Federal Regulations (CFR).
The Department (formerly known as the Family Independence Agency) administers the
MA program pursuant to MCL 400.10, et seq., and MCL 400.105. Department policies
are found in the Bridges Administrative Manual (BAM), the Bridges Eligibility Manual
(BEM), and the Reference Tables Manual (RFT).

[ ] The State Disability Assistance (SDA) program which provides financial assistance
for disabled persons is established by 2004 PA 344. The Department (formerly known
as the Family Independence Agency) administers the SDA program pursuant to MCL
400.10, et seq., and 1998-2000 AACS R 400.3151-400.3180. Department policies are
found in the Bridges Administrative Manual (BAM), the Bridges Eligibility Manual (BEM),
and the Reference Tables Manual (RFT).

Based upon the above Findings of Fact, the Administrative Law Judge concludes that
the Department Xproperly [ limproperly DX]denied [ Iclosed Claimant's [ JFamily
Independence Program (FIP) [X] Medical Assistance (MA) X Medicare Cost Sharing [_]
Adult Medical Assistance (AMP) [_] State Disability Assistance (SDA) [_] application [X]
case due to excess assets.



DECISION AND ORDER

The Administrative Law Judge, based upon the above Findings of Fact and Conclusions
of Law, finds that the Department [X] did [_] did not act properly.
