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HEARING DECISION 
 
This matter is before the undersigned Administrative Law Judge pursuant to MCL 400.9; 
MSA 16.409 and MCL 400.37; M SA 16.437 upon the claimant's request for a hearing.   
After due notice a telephone hearing was hel d from Detroit, Mi chigan on August 18,  
2011.  The claimant personally appeared and testified. 

 
ISSUE 

 
Did the Department of Human Services  (D epartment) properly close the claimant’s 
Medical Assistance (MA)? 
 

FINDINGS OF FACT 
 
The Administrative Law Judge, based on the competent, material and substantial 
evidence on the whole record, finds as material fact: 

 
1. On October 27, 2010, the Department requested documentation that the claimant 

had applied for SSI or appealed a denial by the SSA.  
 
2. On December 1, 2010, the Department closed the claimant’s MA for lack of 

verification.  
 
3. On July 9, 2011, the claimant filed a request for a hearing. 

 
CONCLUSIONS OF LAW 

 
The Medical Assistance (MA) program is estab lished by Title XI X of the Social Sec urity 
Act and is  implement ed by T itle 42 of the C ode of F ederal Regulations  (CFR).  The 
Department of Human Services ( formerly known as the Family Independence Agency)  
administers the MA program  pursuant to MCL 400.10, et seq., and MCL 400.105.  
Department policies are found in the Bridges Administrative Manual (BAM), the Bridges 
Eligibility Manual (BEM) and the Bridges Reference Manual (BRM).    
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The client must obtain require d verification, but you must 
assist if they need and request help. 

If neither the client nor you ca n obtain v erification despite a 
reasonable effort, use the best available inf ormation.  If no 
evidence is  available, use your  best judgment.   (BAM 130,  
p. 3.) 

Here, the Department requested documentation that the clai mant had filed for SSI.  
There is no evidence that the claimant attempted to provide such documentation or  
request an extension prior to the closure of his MA.   

DECISION AND ORDER 
 
The Administrative Law Judge, based on the above findings of fact and conclusions of  
law, AFFIRMS the Department’s actions in the instant case.
