ORDER OF DISMISSAL 

This matter is before the undersigned Administrative Law Judge by authority of 
MCL 400.9 and MCL 400.37 upon the claimant’s request for a hearing filed on July 19, 
2011. After due notice, a telephone hearing was held on August 24, 2011.  

 
Claimant has requested a hearing in another matter (Register #2011-30240; Case 
#100894011) involving the same issues as in the instant matter. Under the 
circumstances, there is no need to proceed with both matters because the questions 
contained in both matters are identical and duplicative. Claimant understood that the 
undersigned would issue a decision regarding her request for hearing in Register 
#2011-45105 and that the instant matter would be dismissed. 
 
Because Claimant’s issues have already been addressed and resolved in another 
contemporaneous hearing, there is no longer a pending dispute in this matter for the 
Administrative Law Judge to decide.  Pursuant to Mich Admin Code R 400.906 and R 
400.903, the claimant’s hearing request is HEREBY DISMISSED.
