During the hearing, the Claimant waived the time period for the issuance of this decision
in order to allow for the s ubmission of additiona | medical records. The evidence was
received and forwarded to the State Hearing Review Team (“SHRT”) for consideration.
On June 25 2012, this office received the SHRT det ermination which approved the
Claimant for MA-P and SDA benefits based on disability effective November 2010.

Accordingly, it is ORDERED:

1. The Department’s determination that the Claimant is not disabled is not upheld.

2. The Department shall initiate processi ng of the Claimant’s applic ation for MA-P
and SDA benefits dated February 24, 2011, to include any applicable retroactive
months, to determine if all other non-m edical criter ia are met pursuant to

Department policy based on the SHRT determination.

3. The Department shall notify the  Claimant and her Authorized Hearing
Representative of the determination in accordance with Department policy.
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4. The Department shall supplement for lost benefits (if any) that the Claimant was
entitled to receive if otherwise elig ible and qualified in accordance with
Department policy.

5. The Department shall review the Claimant’s continued el igibility in July 2013 in
accordance with Department policy.

= misapplication of manual policy or law in the hearing decision,

= typographical errors, math ematical error, or other obvious errors in the h earing decision that
effect the substantial rights of the claimant:

= the failure of the ALJ to address other relevant issues in the hearing decision.
