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HEARING DECISION

This matter is before the undersigned Administ rative Law Judge pursuant to MCL 400.9
and MCL 400.37 following Claim ant’s request for a hearing. After due notice, a

telephone hearing was held on January 4, 2012, from Detroit, Michigan. Participants on
behalf of Claimant included Participants on behalf
of Department of Human Services (Department) include (APW).

ISSUE

Did the Department properly deny payment of the claimant’s Group home costs?

FINDINGS OF FACT

The Administrative Law Judge, based ont  he competent, material, and substantial
evidence on the whole record, finds as material fact:

1. On July 8, 2010, the claimant was tr ansferred from a group home to a nu rsing
home for rehabilitation.

2. Due to the belief that the claimant  would be returning to the group home the
claimant’s representatives pa id the group home for July and August in order to
reserve a bed for the claimant.

3. When the claimant remained in the nur sing home the claimant’s representatives
attempted to be reimbursed for the costs paid to the group hom e to reserve the
above bed.
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4. On December 29, 2010, the Department denied the claimant’s request for
payment of the group home costs prev iously paid by thecla imant’s
representatives.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

Department policies are contained in the Br  idges Administrative Manual (BAM), the
Bridges Eligibility Manual (BEM), and the Reference Tables Manual (RFT).

Agency) administers FAP pursuant to MCL 400.10, ef seq., and Mich Admin Code, R
400.3001 through R 400.3015.

X] The Medical Ass istance (MA) program is es tablished by the Title XIX of the Soc ial
Security Act and is im plemented by Title 42 of the Code of Federal Regulations (CFR).
The Department of Human  Services (formerly known as the Family Independ  ence
Agency) administers the MA pr ogram pursuant to MCL 400.10, etseq.,and MC L
400.105.

[ ] The Adult Medical Program (AMP) is established by 42 USC 1315, and is
administered by the Department pursuant to MCL 400.10, et seq.

[] The State Disabilit y Assistance (SDA) progr am, which provides financial ass istance
for disabled persons, is established by 2004 PA 344. The D  epartment of Human

Services (formerly known as the Family |ndependence Agency ) administers the SDA

program pursuant to MCL 400.10, et seq., and 2000 AACS, R 400.3 151 through R

400.3180.

[ ] The Child Development and Care (CDC) program is establis hed by Titles IVA, IVE
and XX of the Soc ial Security Act, the Ch ild Care and Developm ent Block Grant of
1990, and the Personal Responsibility and Work Opportunity Reconciliation Act of 1996.
The program is implemented by Title 45 of the Code of Fede ral Regulations, Parts 98
and 99. The Depart ment provides servic es to adults and children pursuant to MCL
400.14(1) and Mich Admin Code, R 400.5001 through R 400.5015.

Additionally, the Department c ontinued to pay the claimant's costs at the nursing home
but nothing in Department polic y would allow the Department to als o pay coststo t he
group home because payment was made to reserve a bed in said group home.

DECISION AND ORDER

The Administrative Law Judge, based upon the above Findings of Fact and Conclusions
of Law, and for the reasons stated on the record, finds that the Department

X did act properly when it denied the claimant's request for payment to the group home
for July and August, 2010. [ ] did not act properly when

= the failure of the ALJ to address other relevant issues in the hearing decision.
