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HEARING DECISION

This matter is before the undersigned Administ rative Law Judge pursuant to MCL 400. 9
and MCL 400.37 following Claim ant’s request for a hearing. After due notice, a
telephone hearing was held on March 27, 2012. Claimant personally ap peared and
provided testimony.

ISSUE

Due to a failure to comply with the ve rification requirements, did the Department
properly deny Claim ant’s Food Assistanc e Program (FAP) applic ation and clos e her
Transitional Medical Assistance (TMA-MA) program?

FINDINGS OF FACT

The Administrative Law Judge, based upon the competent, material, and substantia |
evidence on the whole record, including testimony of witnesses, finds as material fact:

1. Claimant applied for FAP on January 11, 2012. (Hearing Summary).

2. Claimant was provided with a Verificati on Checklist (DHS-35 03) January 2 3, 2012.
(Department Exhibit 3-4).

3. Claimant was requir ed to submit requested verifica tion by February 2, 2012.
(Department Exhibit 3).

4. On February 3, 2012, the Department denied Claimant’s FAP application for f ailure
to submit verification in a timely manner. (Department Exhibits 5-6).

5. On January 23, 2012, the De partment closed Claimant’'s TMA-MA effective March 1,
2012. (Department Exhibits 7-8).



6. On February 13, 2012, Claim ant filed a hearing request, protesting the closure of
TMA-MA and denial of FAP.  (Request for a Hearing).

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

The Medic al Assistance (MA) program is est ablished by the Title XIX of the Socia |
Security Act and is im plemented by Title 42 of the Code of Federal Regulations (CFR).
The Department (formerly known as the F amily Independence Agency) administers the
MA program pursuant to MCL 400.10, et seq., and MCL 400.105. Department policies
are found in the Bridges Administrative Ma nual (BAM), the Bridges Eligibility Manual
(BEM) and the Reference Tables Manual (RFT).

The Food Assistanc e Program (FAP) (formerly known as the Food Stamp (FS)
program) is establis hed by the Food St amp Act of 1977, as amended, and is
implemented by the federal r egulations contained in Title 7 of the Code of Federal
Regulations (CFR). The Department of Human Services ( DHS or department)
administers the FAP program pursuant to MCL 400.10, et seq., and MAC R 400.3001-
3015. Department policies are found in the Bridges Administrative Manual (BAM), the
Bridges Eligibility Manual (BEM) and the Reference Tables Manual (RFT).

For FAP, the Client is allowed 10 calendar days (or other time limit specified in policy) to
provide the verification requested. If the Clie nt cannot provide the verification despite a
reasonable effort, the time limit is extended up to three times. A Notice of Case Actions
is sent when the Client indicat es refusal to provide a verification, or the time period
given has elapsed. BAM 130.

Claimant testified that she ma iled in what s he believed the department had requested.
Claimant admitted she had not s ubmitted documentation of the vehicles value. Base d
upon the above Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law, and for the reasons stated on
the record, the Administrative Law J  udge conc ludes that the Department properly
denied Claimant’s FAP application and closed Claimant’s TMA-MA.

DECISION AND ORDER

The Administrative Law Judge, based upon the above Findings of Fact and Conclusions
of Law, and for the reasons stated on the re  cord, finds that the Department properly
denied Claimant’s FAP application and closed her TMA-MA program.

Accordingly, the Department’s decision is AFFIRMED for the reasons stated on the
record.

e misapplication of manual policy or law in the hearing decision,

o typographical errors, mathematical error , or other obvious errors in the hearing decision that
effect the substantial rights of the claimant;

o the failure of the ALJ to address other relevant issues in the hearing decision
