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CONSENT ORDER OF DISMISSAL

This matter is before the undersigned Admini strative Law Judge pursuant to MCL 400.9
and MCL 400.37 following Claim ant’s request for a hearing. After due notice, a

telephone hearing was held on June 4, 2012, from Detroit, Mi chigan. Participants on
behalf of Claimant inc luded the Claimant. Pa rticiiants on behalf of the Department of

Human Services (Department) i ncluded Family Independenc e Specialist,
and Family Independence Manager.

The Michigan Administrative Code R 400.903(1) provides as follows:

An opportunity for a hearing shall be granted to an applicant
who requests a hearing becaus e his c laim for assistance is
denied or is not acted upon  with reasonable prompt ness,
and to any recipient who is aggrieved by an agency action
resulting in suspension, r eduction, dis continuance, or
termination of assistance.

In this case, on June 1, 2012, the Department
[ denied Claimant’s application for benefits

X closed Claimant’s case for benefits
[ ] reduced Claimant’s benefits

for:
Xl Family Independence Program (FIP). [ ] Adult Medical Assistance (AMP).
[ ] Food Assistance Program (FAP). [ ] State Disability Assistance (SDA).

[ ] Medical Assistance (MA). Interim Medicaid [ ] Child Development and Care (CDC).
[ ] State Emergency Services (SER).
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Claimant requested a hearing to disput e t he Department’s action. Shortly after
commencement of the hear ing, the Department testified that Claimant’s FIP case had
been reinstated effective June 1, 2012, based on the Department’s receipt of a Medical
Needs form (DHS 54-A) from Cla imant establishing her defer ral from participation in
employment-related activities in connection with her FIP case. Claimant verified that
she had been notifie d that her FIP case ha d been reinstated and t hat the FIP sanction
was being removed from her case file. She confirmed that, with the reinstatement of
her FIP case, she would receive ongoing, uninterrupted FIP benefits. She further
testified that she was satisfied with the re solution of her case and no longer wished to
proceed with a hearing. The Department agr eed to the dismissal of Claimant’s hearin g
request. Pursuant to Mich Admin Code R 400.906(1), Claimant’s hearing request is
hereby DISMISSED.

Based on the above discussion, it is O RDERED that this matter is DISMISSED

pursuant to Mich Admin Code R 400.906(1).

= misapplication of manual policy or law in the hearing decision,

= typographical errors, mathematical error, or other obvious errors in the h earing decision that
effect the substantial rights of the claimant:

= the failure of the ALJ to address other relevant issues in the hearing decision.
