The Michigan Administrative Code R 400.903(1) provides as follows:   
 

An opportunity for a hearing shall be granted to an applicant 
who requests a hearing becaus e his c laim for assistance is  
denied or is not acted upon with reasona ble prompt ness, 
and to any  recipient who is aggrieved by an agency  action 
resulting in suspension, r eduction, dis continuance, or 
termination of assistance. 

 
In this case, on December 1, 2011, t he Department reduced Claim ant’s Food  
Assistance Program (FAP) benefits and det ermined that Claimant ’s Medical Assistance 
(MA) coverage was subject to a monthly $274 deductible.   
 
Claimant requested a hearing to  dispute the Department’s action.  Shortly after 
commencement of the hearin g, Cla imant testified that  she now understood and 
accepted the actions taken by the Department.  Claimant also testified that she did not 
wish to proceed with a hearing.   The Department agreed to the dismissal o f Claimant’s 
hearing request.  Pursuant to MAC R 400.906(1), Claimant’s hearing request is hereby 
DISMISSED.   
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Based on the above discussion, it is O RDERED that this matter is DISMISSED 
pursuant to MAC R 400.906(1).
