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HEARING DECISION 
 

This matter is before the undersigned Administ rative Law Judge pursuant to MCL 400. 9 
and MCL 400.37 following Claim ant’s request for a hearing.  After due notice, a 
telephone hearing was held on October 18, 2012, from Lansing, Michigan.  Participant s 
on behalf of Claimant included    Participants on behalf of the Department 
of Human Services (Department) included  
 

ISSUE 
 

Did the Department properly deny Claimant’s applic ation for Food Assistance Program 
(FAP) benefits? 
 

FINDINGS OF FACT 
 

The Administrative Law Judge, based on t he competent, material, and substantial 
evidence on the whole record, finds as material fact: 
 
1. On August 13, 2012 the Claimant applied for FAP benefits.   
 
2. On Augus t 23, 2012, the Department  denied the Claimant’s FAP application 

because the Claimant had two or more drug re lated felonies that occurred after 
August 22, 1996.   

 
3. On August 23, 2012, the Department sent t he Claimant a notice of case action.  The 

notice indicated the Claimant’s FAP application had been denied.  
 
4. On September 4, 2012,  the Claimant reques ted a hearing to dispute the F AP 

application denial.       
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CONCLUSIONS OF LAW 
 

Department policies are contained in the Br idges Administrative  Manual (BAM), the 
Bridges Eligibility Manual (BEM), and the Reference Tables Manual (RFT).   
 
The FAP [formerly known as the Food Stamp (F S) program] is estab lished by the Food 
Stamp Act of 1977, as amended, and is impl emented by the federal regulations  
contained in T itle 7 of t he Code of Federal Regulations  (CF R).  The Department  
(formerly known as the Fa mily Independence Agenc y) admin isters FAP pursuant to 
MCL 400.10, et seq., and 1999 AC, R 400.3001 through Rule 400.3015. 
 
People convicted of certain crimes, fugitive  felons, and probation or parole violators are 
not eligible for assistance. 
 
An individual convicted of a felony for the use, possession, or distribution of controlled 
substances two or more times will be permanent ly disqualified if both offenses occurred 
after August 22, 1996.  (BEM 203).   
 
Based on the testimony and the exhibits prov ided, I find the Claimant has at least two 
separate drug related felony conv ictions that arose after August 22, 1996.  T herefore, I 
find the Department properly denied the Claimant’s FAP application.    
 

DECISION AND ORDER 
 

The Administrative Law Judge, based upon the above Findings of Fact and Conclusions 
of Law, and for the reasons stated on the reco rd, finds that the Department did act 
properly.  
 
Accordingly, the Department’s FAP decision is AFFIRMED.

 the failure of the ALJ to address other relevant issues in the hearing decision.
