HEARING DECISION

This matter is before the undersigned Administrative Law Judge pursuant to MCL 400.9
and MCL 400.37 following Claimant’'s request for a hearing. After due notice, a
telephone hearing was held on April 24, 2013, from Detroit, Michigan. Participants
included the above-named claimant. Participants on behalf of Department of Human
Services (DHS) included ||l Medical Contact worker.

ISSUE

The issue is whether DHS properly denied Claimant’s application requesting Medical
Assistance (MA) benefits.

FINDINGS OF FACT

The Administrative Law Judge, based on the competent, material, and substantial
evidence on the whole record, finds as material fact:

1. On 10/24/12, Claimant applied for MA benefits.
2. Claimant’s application noted that Claimant alleged having a disability.
3. DHS failed to recognize Claimant’s allegation of disability.

4. On 11/7/12, DHS mailed Claimant a Notice of Case Action informing Claimant that
she failed to meet any of the eligibility categories for MA benefits.

5. On 11/14/12, Claimant requested a hearing to dispute the application denial.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW
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The Medical Assistance (MA) program is established by Title XIX of the Social Security
Act and is implemented by Title 42 of the Code of Federal Regulations (CFR). DHS
administers the MA program pursuant to MCL 400.10, etseq., and MCL 400.105.
Department policies are found in the Bridges Administrative Manual (BAM), the Bridges
Eligibility Manual (BEM) and the Reference Tables Manual (RFT).

The Medicaid program is comprised of several sub-programs which fall under one of
two categories; one category is FIP-related and the second category is SSl-related.
BEM 105 (10/2010), p. 1. To receive MA under an SSl-related category, the person
must be aged (65 or older), blind, disabled, entitled to Medicare or formerly blind or
disabled. Id. Families with dependent children, caretaker relatives of dependent chil-
dren, persons under age 21 and pregnant, or recently pregnant, women receive MA
under FIP-related categories. Id. Adult Medical Program (AMP) is an MA program
available to persons not eligible for Medicaid through the SSi-related or FIP-related
categories. It was not disputed that Claimant fails to meet the qualifications for FIP-
related MA benefits and that the AMP program was properly denied because the
program is frozen to new enrollments.

Claimant alleged that DHS failed to consider whether she was eligible for MA benefits
as a disabled individual. DHS conceded that Claimant's MA benefit application listed
Claimant as a potentially disabled individual.

A client not eligible for RSDI based on disability or blindness must provide evidence of
his disability or blindness. DHS is to do all of the following to make a referral to the
MRT:
e Obtain evidence of the impairment (such as a DHS-49, DHS-49-D or equivalent
medical evidence/documentation).
e Complete an DHS-49-B, Social Summary.
e Obtain an DHS-49-F, Medical-Social Questionnaire, completed by the client.
e Obtain optional form DHS-49-G, Activities of Daily Living, completed by the
client.
e Forward the medical evidence, DHS-49-B, DHS-49-F and DHS-49-G (optional) to
the MRT.
BEM 260 (7/2012), p. 3.

DHS failed to provide evidence that any of the above information was requested from
Claimant. It is found that DHS failed to process Claimant's claim of disability.
Accordingly, the MA application denial was improper.

DECISION AND ORDER

The Administrative Law Judge, based upon the above findings of fact and conclusions
of law, finds that DHS improperly denied Claimant’'s application for MA benefits. It is
ordered that DHS:
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(2) re-register Claimant’'s MA application dated 10/24/12; and
(2) process Claimant’'s application subject to the finding that DHS must evaluate
Claimant for disability prior to application denial.

The actions taken by DHS are REVERSED.

NOTICE: Michigan Administrative Hearing System (MAHS) may order a rehearing or
reconsideration on either its own motion or at the request of a party within 30 days of
the mailing date of this Decision and Order.

Claimant may request a rehearing or reconsideration for the following reasons:

e Arehearing MAY be granted if there is newly discovered evidence that could affect the outcome
of the original hearing decision.
o Areconsideration MAY be granted for any of the following reasons:

= misapplication of manual policy or law in the hearing decision,

= typographical errors, mathematical error, or other obvious errors in the hearing decision that
effect the substantial rights of the claimant:

= the failure of the ALJ to address other relevant issues in the hearing decision.
