HEARING DECISION

This matter is before the undersigned Administrative Law Judge pursuant to MCL 400.9;
and MCL 400.37 upon claimant's request for a hearing. After due notice, a hearing was
held on February 14, 2013.  Claimant appeared and testifi ed. The Departmentw as
represented by _ who was not the case work er during the actions at
issue.

ISSUE

Did the Department of Hum an Services determine the proper amount of Claimant’s
Food Assistance Program (FAP) benefits on December 18, 20127?

FINDINGS OF FACT

The Administrative Law Judge, based upon  the com petent, material and substantial
evidence on the whole record, finds as material fact:

(1) Claimant was an ongoing recipient of Food Assistance Program (FAP) benéefits.

(2) On December 18, 2012, the Department ran a Food Assistance Program (FAP)
financial eligibility budget fo r Claimant’s eligibility. Claim ant was sent a Notice of
Case Action (DHS-1605) whic h stat ed he was ap proved for $ of Food
Assistance Program (FAP) benefits from October 1, 2012 to January 31, 2013
and that his Food As sistance Program (FAP) benefits were decreased to $ -
for “02/01/2013 — 01/31/2013”.

(3) On January 2, 2013, Claimant submitted a request for hearing.
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CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

The Food Assistanc e Program (FAP) (formerly known as the Food Stamp (FS)
program) is establis hed by the Food St amp Act of 1977, as amended, and is
implemented by the federal r egulations contained in Title 7 of the Code of Federal
Regulations (CFR). The Department of Human Services ( DHS or department)
administers the FAP program pursuant to MCL 400.10, et seq., and MAC R 400.3001-
3015. Department policies are found in the Bridges Administrative Manual (BAM), the
Bridges Eligibility Manual (BEM) and the Program Reference Manual (PRM).

During review of the Department’s December 18, 2012 Food Assistance Program (FAP)
financial eligibility budget, an unexplained excess of unearned income was discov ered.
Because there is no evidence in the record to validate the unearned income used in the
Department’s December 18, 2012 Food Assistance Program (F AP) financial eligibilit y
budget, they must be reversed.

DECISION AND ORDE

The Administrative Law Judge, based upon t he above findings of fact and conclusion s
of law, decides the Departm ent of Human Services DI D NOT determine the proper
amount of Claimant’s Food Assistance Program (FAP) benefits on December 18, 2012.

It is ORDERED that the actions of the Department of Human Services, in this matter,
are REVERSED.

It is further ORDERED that the Department: re-determine Cl aimant’s Food Assistanc e
Program (FAP) eligib ility; i ssue another Notice of Case Action (DHS-160 5) showing
Claimant’s Food Ass istance Pr ogram (FAP) eligibilit y; and supplement any benefits
Claimant was otherwise elig ible for but did not receive because of the December 18,
2012 Food Assistance Program (FAP) eligibility determination.
