ISSUE 
 

Did the Department properly disqualify the Claimant from her Food Ass istance Program 
(FAP) group due to her non-cooperation with the Office of Child Support? 
 

FINDINGS OF FACT 

The Administrative Law Judge, based on t he competent, material, and substantial 
evidence on the whole record, finds as material fact: 

1. The Claimant was an ongoing Food Assistance Program (FAP) recipient. 

2. On the Office of Child Support requested that the Claimant 
provide information concerning her child's father by  

3. On  the Office of Chil d Support requested t hat the Claimant 
provide information concerning her child's father by . 

4. On  the Offic e of  Child Support notified the Claimant  
that it found her to be noncooper ative with the Office of Child Support for 
failing to respond to the , and  requests for 
information. 
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5. On , the Depar tment notified the Claim ant that she had 
been disqualified from her  Food Assistance Progr am (FAP) benefit group 
for failing to cooperate with the Office of Child Support. 

6. On  the Department received the Claimant's request for 
a hearing, protesting her  dis qualification from  the Food Assistanc e 
Program (FAP). 

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW 
 

Department policies are contained in the Br idges Administrative  Manual (BAM), the 
Bridges Eligibility Manual (BEM), and the Reference Tables Manual (RFT).   
 

 The Family  Independence Program (FIP) was established purs uant to the Personal 
Responsibility and W ork Opportunity Reconc iliation Act of 1996, Public Law 104-193,  
42 USC 601, et seq .  The Department (formerly k nown as the Family Independence 
Agency) administers FIP pursuant to MCL 400.10, et seq ., and Mich Admin Code, R 
400.3101 t hrough R 400.3131.  FI P replaced the Aid to Dependent Children (ADC) 
program effective October 1, 1996.   
 

 The Food Assistanc e Program (FAP) [fo rmerly known as the Food Sta mp (FS) 
program] is establis hed by  the Food St amp Act of 1977, as amended, and is  
implemented by the federal r egulations contained in Title 7 of the Code of Federal 
Regulations (CFR).  The Department (formerly known as the Family Independenc e 
Agency) administers FAP pursuant to MCL 400.10, et seq ., and Mich Admin Code, R  
400.3001 through R 400.3015. 
 

 The Medical Ass istance (MA) program is es tablished by the Title XIX of the Soc ial 
Security Act and is im plemented by Title 42 of  the Code of Federal Regulations (CFR).   
The Department of Human Services (formerly known as the Family Independenc e 
Agency) administers the MA program pursuant to MCL 400.10, et seq ., and MC L 
400.105.   
 

 The Adult Medical Program (AMP) is established by 42 USC 1315, and is  
administered by the Department pursuant to MCL 400.10, et seq.   
 

 The State Disabilit y Assistance (SDA) progr am, which provides financial ass istance 
for disabled persons, is established by  2004 PA 344.  The D epartment of Human 
Services (formerly known as the Family  I ndependence Agency ) administers the SDA 
program pursuant to MCL 400.10, et seq ., and 2000 AACS, R 400.3 151 through R 
400.3180.   
 

 The Child Development and Care  (CDC) program is establis hed by Titles IVA, IVE 
and XX of  the Soc ial Security Act, the Ch ild Care and Developm ent Block Grant of 
1990, and the Personal Responsibility and Work Opportunity Reconciliation Act of 1996.  
The program is implemented by  Title 45 of  the Code of Fede ral Regulations, Parts 98 
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and 99.  The Depart ment provides servic es to adults and children pursuant to MCL 
400.14(1) and Mich Admin Code, R 400.5001 through R 400.5015.  
 
Additionally, the repres entative of the Office of Child Support testified that its records 
indicated that the Claimant fa iled to respond to its requests for i nformation concerning 
the father of the Claimant's child. 
 
The Claimant testified that she responded to the Office of Child Support by telephone 
but was unable to provide them  with any identifying information concerning the father of 
their child. 
 
Based on the evidence and testimony available during the hearing, the Department has 
established that the Claimant has failed t o cooperat e with repeated attempts by the 
Office of Child Support to co llect information concerning the father of her child.  
Therefore the Department  properly determined that the Cl aimant should be disqualified 
from the Food Assist ance Program (FAP) and proper ly determined the eligibility of her 
remaining benefit group for Food Assistance  Program (FAP) benefits based on this  
disqualification. 
 

DECISION AND ORDER 
 

The Administrative Law Judge, based upon the above Findings of Fact and Conclusions 
of Law, and for the reasons stated on t he record, finds that  the Department  did act  
properly when it disqua lified the Claimant from the F ood Assistance Program (FAP) for  
noncooperation with the Office of Child Support. 
 
Accordingly, the Department’s  AMP  FIP  FAP  MA  SDA  CDC  
decision is  AFFIRMED  REVERSED for the reasons stated on the record.

30 days of the receipt date of the rehearing decision. 
 
Claimant may request a rehearing or reconsideration for the following reasons: 
 

 A rehearing MAY be granted if there is newly discovered evidence that 
could affect the outcome of the original hearing decision. 

 A reconsideration MAY be granted for any of the following reasons: 
 misapplication of manual policy or law in the hearing decision,  
 typographical errors, mathematical erro r, or other obvious  errors in the 

hearing decision that effect the substantial rights of the claimant: 
 the failure of the ALJ to address ot her relevant iss ues in the hearing 

decision.
