Due to excess assets, did the Department properly deny the Claim ant’s application for
the Adult Medical Program (AMP)?

FINDINGS OF FACT

the whole record:

1. On April 1, 2013, the Claimant applied for MA benéefits.

2. Asof April 1, 2013, the Claimant had a combined ba nk account and savings
account balance of $3,617.31.

3. On April 9, 2013, the Department den ied the Claimant’s MA application
finding the Claimant had exces s assets for the AMP program and was not
eligible for any other MA benef it type due to the Claimant not being blind,
aged or disabled.

4. On April 15, 2013,t he Claimant requested a heari ng to dispute the AMP
denial.
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CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

Department policies are contained in the Br  idges Administrative Manual (BAM), the
Bridges Eligibility Manual (BEM), and the Reference Tables Manual (RFT).

The Adult Medical Program (AMP) is established by 42 USC 1315, and is administered

by the Department pursuant to MCL 400.10, et seq. Department policies are contained
in the Bridges Administrative Manual (BAM), the Bridges Eligibilit y Manual (BEM) and
the Reference Tables Manual (RFT).

The AMP asset limit is $3,000. The Claimant s assets ($ [JJJJij at the time of
application exceeded the AMP asset limit. (BEM 400).

Accordingly, | find evidence to affirm the Department’s actions in this matter.

DECISION AND ORDER

| find based upon the above F indings of Fa ct and Conclusions of Law, and for the
reasons stated on the record, the Department did act properly.

Accordingly, the Department’s AMP decision is AFFIRMED.
